 SET-UP:
5:30 a.m. until 6:30 a.m. Saturday, June12th for vendors with trailers




6:30 a.m. until 7:00 a.m. Saturday, June 12th for all remaining vendors

 TAKE-DOWN:
NO BOOTH CLOSINGS UNTIL 4:00 P.M. on Saturday, June 13th.  Traffic control will NOT ALLOW any vendor vehicles into the display area until 4:00 p.m.

Parking:
1.
After unloading and setting up, you must park your vehicle in the parking lot at the Hoya Soccer Field, located at the east end of Pilar Street.  DO NOT PARK ALONG THE SIDE OF ANY STREET, AS THE POLICE DEPARTMENT WILL HAVE YOUR VEHICLE TOWED IMMEDIATELY.  THE TEXAS BLUEBERRY FESTIVAL IS NOT RESPONSIBLE IF YOUR VEHICLE IS TOWED!

ALL VEHICLES MUST BE OUT OF THE DOWNTOWN FESTIVAL AREA BY 7:30 A.M.

All Food Vendors:
1.
You are responsible for supplying your own trash receptacle and disposing of any large boxes and packing materials in the provided dumpsters.  Cooking oil and other food waste must be disposed of by the individual vendor, please take this with you; DO NOT pour cooking oil down the city sewer drains.  This festival is a “Litter Free Event” - Sponsored by Keep Nacogdoches Beautiful

If you are a food vendor, you must comply with the enclosed Nacogdoches Health Department regulations. 
3.
Ice will be available for you to purchase @ the Brookshire Brothers ice truck for $2/16 lb. bags. 
Electrical Hookups:
1.
Only those vendors who have requested electrical hookups on their initial vendor application can be supplied with electricity by the City.

2.
If you have reserved an electrical hookup, you will need to display the Electrical Permit, supplied to you at check-in, clearly on your booth.

3.
PLEASE DO NOT OVERLOAD the electricity outlet.

Check-In:
1.
Vendors with trailers or vans must be on-site by 6:30 a.m. to reduce traffic congestion.  Please move in to place, unload and remove your trailer ASAP.

2.
The check-in staff will point out the best route to take you to your booth space.

Set-Up:
1.
All booth spaces are 10' x 10', unless you specified a larger size (2 spaces or more) on your paid application.

2.
Tie-Downs must be clear of walkways and emergency exits.

3.
NO TIE-DOWNS OR STAKES MAY BE HAMMERED INTO OUR BRICK STREETS.

4.
City Emergency Services require that you pull the vendor number from the street and place in a HIGHLY VISIBLE location somewhere on the outside of your booth.   

5.
Do not tie-down any portion of your booth to downtown merchants’ doorways, etc.

6.
Do not block downtown sidewalks.  These are left open so that festival goers can have easy access to our downtown merchants as well as all festival vendors.

7.
YOU ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR YOUR OWN POTABLE WATER AND HOSES TO HOOKUP TO OUR WATER OUTLETS. You may need to share the water outlet with another vendor, due to a limited number of water outlets in downtown.
